Dear Pastor,                  

It has been our privilege to work with many people from hundreds of churches in the Pacific 
Northwest for the past fifteen years.  Over the last several years we have, however, felt God leading us 
to change some of our focus.  We began meeting with groups of pastors, asking them three specific 
questions:  1) “What are you seeing in your congregation that is undermining the “safety” of 
families?”  2) “How are you as a staff handling these problems?”  3) “How can we help?”  Those 
meetings have been extremely beneficial as we seek to stay relevant in how we minister to our 
community.  

Three years ago we felt led to change direction, from a ministry aimed primarily at crisis work . . . 
with rescue, strengthening and restoration as the general focus . . .  to directing more of our mission 
toward . . . preparation, enrichment, equipping and strengthening marriages before the dream is 
shattered.  It has always been our goal to assist and train Christian couples in the work of 
becoming all God had in mind for their marriage.  

We are sending this letter to inform you of two NEW programs that we have been testing for the 
last 3 years.  “The Marriage Rescue” is designed to help couples who are in crisis with an alternative 
option that is less costly than divorce. This 18 hour Weekend Intensive will accomplish the equivalent of 
six months of weekly marriage counseling.  Best of all the family is saved from the lifelong pain of a 
broken home!  A second program we want you to be aware of is ”Love for a Lifetime”.  This highly 
successful skills-based event is designed to be a marriage-builder helping good marriages grow 
strong enough to not only endure but thrive and grow through life’s many challenges.
